1. Vision and mission of B-Jazz International Contest 

The finalists will be judged by the jury in the spirit of the mission of B-Jazz and Muziekmozaïek, where the 

emphasis is on the stimulation of discovery, creativity and artistic evolution. 

B-Jazz International contest wants to contribute to the further professional growth of these young promising 

jazz musicians, by confronting them with each other in an international setting.

2. Chairman of the jury 

The chairman of the jury moderates the jury without influencing the opinions and/or the arguments of the 

members of the jury.

4. Rules and guidelines for the jury 

Before the finals start, the jury gets briefed by the chairman of the jury. 

¶ In their judgement the members of the jury are asked to pay explicit attention to (amongst others): the 

artistic presentation, originality of the performance, creativity, improvisation capacities, possibilities for 

professional growth, renewal and widening of the genre, jazz language and technical skills. 

¶ Members of the jury receive info & guidelines (= this document).

5. The points of the jury (how to determine the winners?)

¶ Per finalist each member of the jury gives points between 5 and 10. It is possible to use half points if 

necessary. By doing so each finalist gets an average in points. These points are only a start for further 

judgement and discussion. 

¶ During 2 minutes, under moderation of the chairman of the jury, each member of the jury gets the 

chance to give his/her opinion and arguments on his/her personal order of the finalists. 

¶ During 10 minutes there is an overall discussion. 

¶ After this discussion, on proposition of the chairman of the jury, the average points can be adjusted if 

necessary.

ASSESSMENT CRITERIA 

¶ The programme forms a coherent whole.  

¶ The pieces performed are characterized by a personal interpretation, arrangement, groove, sound, 

approach, different from any standard performance. 

¶ Preferably, though not obligatory: own compositions. 

¶ Musical tasks assessment: 

o Group product: playing together, interaction and improvisation. 

o Individual: sound, rhythm, phrasing, timing, dynamics, playing together/interaction, melodic 

concept, harmonic concept, improvisation, intonation, creativity 

¶ Presentation assessment: 

1. Sound (sound check, working together with crew), lighting, stage set-up.  

2. Programme compilation (order of the pieces, variation in mood and tempo) 

3. Personal presentation (speaking clearly, introducing band members, appearance, clothing, entrance 

onto and exit from the stage, taking a bow, interaction with the audience) 

4. Programme presentation (information about the music, compositions, composer)

Inspired by the cries and whispers of the world, Donder weaves sparse 

layers of cinematographic atmospheres, exploring the acoustics of the 

piano-trio set-up to the fullest extent. Not only the band name, the 

Dutch word for thunder, but also their music is highly influenced by 

nature. Maneuvering around loose composed guidelines, they 

improvise their way into the unknown, making every concert a 

different experience. 

In less than two years, the trio recorded two albums and finished two 

tours that took them to Portugal, Belgium and Denmark. In May 2016,

The Martin Salemi trio offers us a trip through the history of jazz. The
